The Distribution of Communion 
 

Anyone who has been baptised in the name of the Father, Son and Holy 
Spirit, and wishes to receive the love of the Lord Jesus in their life, is 
welcome to come forward to receive communion at this service.   
 

Please come forward when directed by a steward. Please note it does 
not matter which side you receive from: please alternate with the 
person in front of  you.  Having received please return to you seats by 
means of the side aisles, and cross aisle if necessary   
 

Alternatively you may wish to come for a blessing: if this is your 
preference please keep your hands down and your head bowed to 
indicate this.

For through his death on the cross, your Son Jesus Christ has broken the power of evil, 
and by his glorious resurrection has opened for us the gate of life eternal.  
  

In him you seek the lost, restoring those whose lives  have been shattered and torn 
apart. In the fullness of time, he will gather all things to himself, enfolding us and all 
who have died in war in his undying love. 
 

And so we pray that we who have set our hope on Christ  
may come to the peace of heaven,   
there, with angels and archangels,  
to sing your praise for ever:
