Lord God, you are the most holy one, enthroned in splendour and light, yet in the
coming of your Son Jesus Christ you reveal the power of your love made perfect in our
human weakness. Embracing our humanity, Jesus showed us the way of salvation; loving

us to the end, he gave himself to death for us; dying for his own, he set us free from the
bonds of sin, that we might rise and reign with him in glory.

Spirit let these gifts of your creation be to us the body and blood of our Lord Jesus
Christ; form us into the likeness of Christ and make us a perfect offering in your
sight.

Look with favour on your people and in your mercy hear the cry of our hearts.
Bless the earth, heal the sick, let the oppressed go free and fill your Church with
power from on high.

Gather your people from the ends of the earth to feast with the Blessed Virgin
Mary, the Apostles, the Martyrs, and all your saints at the table in your kingdom,
where the new creation is brought to perfection in Jesus Christ our Lord;

by whom, and with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour
and glory be yours, almighty Father, for ever and ever.

Distribution of the Sacrament

Anyone who has been baptised in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit,
and wishes to receive the love of the Lord Jesus in their life, is welcome to receive
communion at this service. The Chalice is there for those who wish to receive it.
There is no compulsion about this. If you are worried about receiving the Chalice,

please remember that making your Communion in one kind is entirely valid.
We ask you not to dip the wafer into the chalice.

Alternatively you may wish to come for a blessing: please keep your hands down
and your head bowed to indicate that this is your preference.
